Mayor Cathey called the workshop to order at 4:05 p.m.

Mayor Cathey stated that the Council will vary from the agenda in order to allow the CDC
representative to make a presentation.

Mr. Mullen commented that the CDC would like to bring to the Council’s attention and
seek their opinion concerning the television broadcasting system at the Center. Discussion
ensued. Mr. Mullen stated that the CDC will continue discussions with Port St. Joe
concerning a partnership in purchasing a new system and report back to the Council.

Mr. Mullen stated that the CDC has had a landscaper draw up a plan for improving the
appearance of the area in front of the CDC building at a cost of $5,000 with City
employees providing some of the labor. Discussion ensued. Mayor Cathey suggested that
the City employees clean up the area first and then readdress the issue.

e Supporting IEMO Attendance

Mr. Hubbard stated that Mr. Ginsberg is planning to attend the
IEMO course to be held on Panama City Beach. In order to qualify
for the Northwest Florida League of Cities scholarship to cover the
enrollment fee for the course, written evidence that the City supports
the attendance of all elected officials is required. Discussion
ensued.

Discussion of Corry Property Lease

Mayor Cathey commented that Dr. Jim Corry, in attendance at the meeting,
has furnished information to all Council members concerning the Corry
family’s offer to lease property to the City for use for recreational events.
Discussion ensued.

Discussion of 61 First Street

Mr. Hubbard stated that some complaints have been received concerning
the operation of a home-based business at 61 First Street belonging to
Randy Dudzinski. Mr. Dudzinski was present and addressed Council.
Discussion ensued.

Council agreed to allow Mr. Dudzinski 60 days to come in compliance with
the City’s Land Development Regulations regarding a home occupation.

Discussion of Proposed Sanitation Ordinance

Mr. Hubbard commented that changes discussed at the recent workshop
concerning the sanitation ordinance have been incorporated into Ordinance
No. 572 and a copy has been furnished to Council. Ordinance 572 will be
placed on the agenda for the Regular Meeting for first reading.
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6. Discussion of Budgeted Expenditures
e (anal Master Plan Engineering

Mr. Hubbard stated that this expenditure is for engineering for the
replacement of the wall on the north side of the canal wall,
extending from the Charlie Parker Bridge to the corner where the
pump out station is located. Discussion ensued.

e Alternative Water Supply Engineering
Mr. Hubbard commented that the engineering for the alternative

water supply has been discussed by Council in order to research
alternative sources of water for the City. Discussion ensued.

e Bid for Sanitation Stake-Bed Truck

Mr. Hubbard stated that City personnel will be preparing a set of
specs for bids for a stake-bed truck for the sanitation department.
Discussion ensued.

e Prepayment of Bank of America Debt
Mr. Hubbard commented that the Bank of America debt is now at a
payoff amount of $26,882, which will save the City approximately
$1,100 in interest charges. Discussion ensued.

e Dredge Maintenance
Mr. Hubbard stated that the dredge maintenance costs have been
estimated, and the City would like to begin the work. Discussion
ensued.
