During the
process. it was determined by the National Marine Fisheries and USACE
that an additional biological opinion was needed to incorporate a study of
the Gulf Sturgeon at a cost of $3,840. Discussion ensued and this issue will
be included on the Special Meeting immediately following this meeting.

Mr. Mullen and
Mr. Hubbard would work on wording regarding this subject to be included
in the LDR.

Mayor Cathey discussed having the first reading of the ordinance for the
LDR on the Regular Council Meeting agenda at which time, Mr. Mullen
stated that he had some issues with commercial parking in residential
neighborhoods and notifving adjacent property owners of anv changes.
Discussion ensued. Mr. Hubbard will make changes to the LDR regarding
this issue with the buffer zone language.

Mr. Bill Stroud asked about incorporating changes to the definition of lot
splitting. between platted and unplatied properties, Mavor Cathey agreed
and stated that the City was pursuing that correction.

Discussion of Ordinance 369 — Amending Water and Sewer Rates

Mr. Hubbard stated that the water and sewer rates were being raised by Bay
County and that these increases resulted in an increase to the city’s rates.
Mr. Hubbard asked the Council to review and comment on the ordinance
and that 1t would be included on the City’s Regular Agenda for first
reading.

Mr. Hubbard commented that the Sanitation ordinance had not been
updated since the city acquired the Kubota tractor and that it needed to be
updated, Mayor Catheyv stated that a Workshop was necessary and it was
scheduled for September 16, 3:30 p.m.
